MEMORANDUM FOR OSAN BASE HONOR GUARD MEMBERS
FROM:  51 SVS/CC
SUBJECT:  Uniform Policy Letter for Osan Air Base Honor Guard Members
1.  This policy will concern proper standardized dress and appearance requirements of Air Force personnel assigned to the Osan Base Honor Guard, Osan Air Base, Republic of Korea.  It will address guidance on authorized wear of distinctive uniform items and dress that is appropriate for particular base functions. 

2.  The primary uniform for base honor guard members will be the battle dress uniform.  When performing installation honor guard duties in BDUs, honor guard members will wear the BDU; black T-shirt; woodland patterned base honor guard cap; black patent leather boots; and white gloves.  Members will wear the subdued Base Honor Guard patch above the right breast pocket of their BDU, to include day-to-day normal duty uniforms. The honor guard cap will only be worn when performing honor guard duties.
3.  The BDU baseball-style cap will have a camouflage woodland pattern.  The cap will be entirely of camouflage material with no mesh backing.  The cap will be in accordance with HQ PACAF guidance (AFI 36-2903/PACAFSUP1 Table 2.2, Line 6   30 January 2004) and meet base honor guard uniform tradition.  The words “OSAN AIR BASE” (1 ½ inch letters) on top row and “HONOR GUARD” (1 inch letters) on the bottom row will be embroidered on the front of the cap.
4.  Black T-shirts worn with the BDU may have the honor guard emblem on the front left side of the chest (emblems will not exceed 4-inches in diameter).  A standardized emblem design with color may be worn that gives the unit distinction. The emblem may be cloth or silkscreen.

5.  The following uniform items may be worn with the BDU when performing outside and for every day wear during winter months/inclement weather. (When performing duties, all team members must wear the same standardized items.)
     a.  Long sleeve black turtleneck shirts, thermal underwear, and black pullover sweaters are authorized for wear with the BDU.  An authorized black T-shirt must be worn over the white thermal undershirt.  Member must minimize the white thermal undershirt being visible at the neckline of the BDU shirt.
     b.  Wear of the Gortex parka is authorized for wear as in place of the BDU jacket.  Gortex pants are authorized during inclement weather only. Both are authorized for wear when wearing the BDU.  When the Gortex parka is worn, it must be fully zipped and snapped up. Only the cloth insignia is authorized and it will match those tabs issued through supply channels (OD green or camouflage material with dark blue embroidery). Gortex is considered an outer garment and will be removed in an office environment.
      c.  The wear of the gray scarf is authorized with any honor guard uniform.  The scarf is worn left over right.  When the scarf is worn, wear only black gloves.  The scarf may only be worn with an outer garment and will be tucked inside the outer garment.
      d.  Parkas may be worn with all uniform combinations.

      e.  Cold weather black gloves are authorized during winter months and inclement weather.  Black gloves are worn only when wearing outer garment.  Otherwise, ceremonial white gloves will be worn. 

6.  The OIC/NCOIC of the ceremony may authorize wear of cold weather items when performing outside when temperature is at or below 50 degrees.  The OIC/NCOIC of the ceremony should request a weather forecast when performing outside.  The forecast should include temperature, apparent temperature (wind chill), wind velocity, and precipitation probability.

7.  Wear of the poncho is authorized during inclement weather only when wearing the BDU.

8.  The service dress uniform will serve as the base honor guard’s secondary uniform.   The service dress uniform will be worn to perform at banquets and formal ceremonies where it is deemed appropriate to wear.  
9.  When performing installation honor guard duties in service dress uniform, honor guard members will wear the following uniform items:  service dress uniform with blue shirt (long-sleeve or short-sleeve); flight cap; black patent leather shoes; and white gloves.  

      a.  Members are authorized to wear the metal Base Honor Guard badge below left breast pocket of service dress coat.  The badge will be placed 1 ½ inches below the top of coat pocket.  The honor guard badge may be worn when wearing any combination of blues uniform.
      b.  The medal nametag will not be worn on the service dress coat when performing honor guard duties.  Nametags for blues uniform will not be worn to keep in tradition with the wear of the USAF Honor Guard ceremonial uniform.
      c.  Metal heel taps may be worn on the patent leather shoes.  Shoes will be clean and shine at all times.  Honor Guard edge dressing should be used on the soles of the shoes, to include the welts.  Shoe string bows will be tucked into the shoe for sharper appearance.

      d.  The ceremonial gloves will be white, unless wearing cold weather gear (black gloves) in inclement weather conditions.  Gloves will be worn with the end of the glove folded under at the wrist providing a neat appearance.

10.  For overall appearance when wearing the honor guard uniform, no jewelry will be worn with the ceremonial uniform, i.e. earrings, bracelets, watches.  Wedding rings are optional.

      a.  For females; if makeup is worn, it should be conservative and natural. No red or bright lipstick should be worn while in uniform. Hair should be pulled back, preferably in a bun.  If hair is short, it must be pinned back from the face, not to protrude from flight cap or BDU hat.
